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Police Department Notification:

The Allenhurst Police Dept. is committed to the safety and security of your home. Help
us to help you keep your home secure by coming into headquarters and completing a
Residential Property Check Request Form. This form will allow our officers to check the
exterior of your residence at least once a week while your home is unoccupied. If we
observe a problem or find an open door or window we will call you at once. It is very
important to furnish the Police Dept. with at least two emergency contact phone numbers
where someone can be reached, and it is also recommended that you have someone local
that could respond to your home (i.e.: Caretaker). We request that when you are back at
the residence, even if'it is for a weekend, you notify the Police Dept. on your arrival so
that officer are made aware of same, and notify us when you leave as well. If there are
going to be workers at the residence, it would be a good idea to notify the Dept. of that as
well. This keeps our officers updated to who should be coming or going; so that we are
better able to detect suspicious activity at or around your home.

Ready The Home For Vacancy:

When leaving your home for long periods of time it is often hard to think of all of the
details that need to be addressed. Here is a list of recommendations that will help you to
secure your home, especially in the winter months.

1. Heat: During the time you are away your heat should be set at a temperature that
will keep most homes free from freeze ups. You should consult with your heating
contractor for their recommendations, however as a rule 55-60 degrees is
recommended. No matter what temperature you set the heat at, it should be set
prior to your departure, and checked periodically by a caretaker. DO NOT TURN
OFF HEAT FOR WINTER MONTHS.

2. Lawn Sprinklers: Many homes that have Lawn Sprinklers also have contracts to
maintain those systems, which includes draining out the pipes and shutting off the
power to them. However the end of the summer is a busy time for these
contractors so it is recommended you call for a confirmation that the lines have
been drained properly and blown out.
